Top racing driver to talk to students about Courage

At the end of the 2007 V8 Ute round, Andrew won the ‘Rookie of the Year’ award, which he
said as a 40-year-old, is “a bit strange, but then I needed to show the younger drivers that an old
bloke like me could still beat them on the track.”

The award and the profile Andrew has built already with schools and churches has meant an
appointment book full of speaking engagements over most weekends for the first half of 2008.

Bible Society NSW Youth Director Mark Brown, who has organised the visits, said that SRE
teachers are always looking for ideas for their weekly classes. “We’re in regular contact with these
teachers and when we said Andrew could drive his V8 Jesus Ute to school and talk about motor
racing, they were all pretty keen,” Mark said.

“Bible Society has also produced a special V8 Ute edition of Luke’s Gospel and the students are able
to request one of these, plus Andrew is always kept busy signing his racing posters,” Mark added.

The schools include, Sutherland Shire Christian School, Albion Park High, Gymea High, Inaburra
Secondary School, Menai High, Lucas Heights High and Kirrawee High.
